Any registered voter may vote by absentee ballot. You do not need to be ill or "absent" to be an absentee voter. You may 
request an absentee ballot as early as 90 days before an election. (No absentee ballots are issued on election day except to 
a voter who is a resident of a health care facility). Mail, fax, email, or hand deliver this completed application to your County 
Auditor.  You can find their contact information here: http://www.sos.wa.gov/elections/viewauditors.aspx. Do not mail this 
application to the Secretary of State.

First-time Washington voters who registered to vote by mail should include a COPY of their identification with this 
application.  Acceptable ID includes a  valid photo ID such as a driver's license, state ID card, student ID card, or tribal ID 
card OR a current utility bill, bank statement, paycheck, government check or other current government document that 
shows your name and Washington address.
